ret Rescue & Shelter is currently
housing 69 ferrets on-site at its
facility, has 9 ferrets in temporary
homes and has 96 in permanent
foster care. This year, to date, the
Washington Ferret Rescue &
Shelter has received 138 ferrets,
has adopted 109 ferrets and has
placed 4 in permanent foster care.
Our goal is always to reach 100
placements each year, and we've
never failed. Thank you all again
for your hard work and dedication
to our fuzzy kids.

Note: We do not charge an adop-
tion fee for our foster ferrets,
though many of them will re-
quire a vet visit (or several!) in
their golden years. The Shelter
provides medical care and any
medications, obtained at the
shelter, that your ferret will need
in exchange for a monthly dona-
tion to help cover your ferret's
medical costs. Even just a few
dollars, once a month, helps keep
our foster program running, So
that we are able to continue
helping elderly/ill ferrets.

Come visit us
on a Saturday! Pooters has ad-
renal disease and will need to
return to the shelter each month
for a Lupron injection.
